MANS 

In Maths, we will be starting the term with recapping place value 
and partitioning numbers. We will then be moving on to practising 

our addition and subtractions skills and applying these to reasoning 
and problem-solving questions.  

Throughout the term, we will be consolidating our 2, 5- and 10-
times table knowledge and as well as learning our 4, and 8 times 

tables and understanding their relationship to the 2s.
